With over 40 years of experience in the industrial and commercial
sector, Mr. Lam has been involved in areas such as investment, industrial production, business promotion and
innovation and technology.

Mr. Lam has also been actively involved in public service and has committed to building bridges of communication
between Hong Kong and the mainland. Mr. Lam is currently a non-official member of the Executive Council, a
member of the Legislative Council of the HKSAR, Vice Chairman of Committee for Liaison with Hong Kong, Macao,
Taiwan and Overseas Chinese National Committee of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference. Mr.
Lam is also a General Committee member of the Hong Kong General Chamber of Commerce and the Federation
of Hong Kong Industries. Other public office positions include Chairman of the Independent Commission Against
Corruption Complaints Committee, and Director of the Hong Kong Mortgage Corporation Limited.

Mr. Lam was appointed Justice of Peace in 1996. He received the Gold Bauhinia Star in 2011 and the Silver
Bauhinia Star in 2004. He was awarded University Fellowships at Tufts University and Hong Kong Polytechnic
University in 1997 and 2000 respectively.

Mr. Norris Yang has been practicing international commercial law in Canada and Hong Kong since 1980. He is a
partner of Zhong Lun Law Firm, Hong Kong and founder of ADR International Limited (a provider of ADR services).
He was educated in Hong Kong and Canada and has received mediation training from United States, Canada,
Australia and Hong Kong.

Mr. Yang is recognized by Who’s Who Legal (https://whoswholegal.com) as a “Thought Leader for Mediation -
Global Elite” (2017 to 2020 - one of 20 recognized globally) and one of the world’s leading commercial mediators
annually since the list was first compiled in 2011.

Mr. Yang also conducts accredited mediation courses in Hong Kong and Macau (training senior government
officials, lawyers, accountants and business executives) and frequently lectures at China, Hong Kong and Macau
universities. Hs also taught Mediation as an Adjunct Assistant Professor of the Chinese University of Hong Kong.

His diverse background in science, computing, business and law coupled with his fluency in English and 3 Chinese
dialects (Cantonese, Mandarin, Shanghainese) enables him to flow between different cultures, languages and
subject matters.

He was the first Asian Accredited by the International Mediation Institute (The Hague: www.imimediation.org) and
the first Hong Kong lawyer to be honoured as a “Distinguished International Neutral” of the CPR Institute (New
York: www.cpradr.org). He is an Accredited Mediator of Hong Kong Mediation Accreditation Association Limited
(HKMAAL), Hong Kong International Arbitration Centre (HKIAC) and Law Society of Hong Kong (General and Family).
He is also on the panel of Assessors for HKMAAL.

Mr. Yang is presently the Chairman of the International Negotiation and Mediation Society Macau, Chairman of the
Communications and Publicity Committee of HKMAAL and was past Chairman of the Hong Kong Mediation Council
(2003-2006). He is also a member of many Government Committees related to Mediation.

Mr. Leung Wing Mo

Mr. Leung Wing Mo worked as a professional meteorologist for about 30 years. He was the Assistant Director of
the Hong Kong Observatory before his retirement in 2011. He is known to public most affectionately as the first
professional meteorologist to present TV weather programmes in Hong Kong in the 1980’s, as well as hosting in a
science educational programme “MObservatory E;IX ” of TVB, a local TV channel.

Mr. Leung took an active role in promoting public education in climate change, giving lectures to schools,
universities, as well as various civil societies. He also teaches a climate change course as an Adjunct Professor
of the Department of Land Surveying and Geo-informatics, HK PolyU, and as a Principal Lecturer in Community
College of City University/UOW College Hong Kong.

Mr. Leung hosted in several weather/climate change documentaries in Hong Kong, including "Salvaging

16 degree Celcius” ( ¥XT- 16 £ ), “The Sinking Nations” ( JJI;2BIEE ), and “Meteorological Series IV'( @R EBEF
V).
